When you don’t know, say so

In Japanese, it's polite to spend a bit of time thinking about
a question you have been asked, even if you really don't
know the answer. In English, when you are asked a question

you don't know the answer to, it's much better to say “l don't

know" quickly rather than remaining silent (Golden Rule 1).

It's nice to add a short comment after “l don't know” to avoid

sounding too abrupt. For example, you could say “Why not
check the Internet?” or just make a very approximate guess.
